We have dedicated a portion of the festival to highlight and  
promote, local talent in our region. We call this platform My CLT.  
Each My CLT artist will be identified at the festival as well as  
through our media channels.  

To be eligible as a My CLT participant, applicants must be living  
within a 50-mile radius of or working in Charlotte, NC.   

Eligibility 
Charlotte SHOUT! is a family friendly event, experienced by people  
of all ages and backgrounds. We invite artists, designers, creatives, 
architects, engineers, businesses, and educational institutions to 
present ideas, designs, energy, and passions to be a part of the festival. 
All individuals are encouraged to apply, regardless of age, ethnicity, 
citizenship, physical ability, occupation, race, gender, background, or  
any other personal characteristics. We want to see your artwork and  
big ideas! We encourage you to think outside the box and be unique. 
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Charlotte SHOUT! seeks transformative 
art installations from imaginative and 
inspired story tellers to support the 
backbone of the event. Proposed works 
will be temporary installations that should 
explore an engaging idea or thematic 
concept. Successful proposals will 
demonstrate a unique experience of new 
technology, sustainability, accessibility, and 
innovative thinking and incorporate the 
2025 theme, CONSERVATION.

• Artists are limited to two entries per artist.  

• Artwork must not have been previously exhibited in any City of Charlotte  
program in the last three years.  

• Two–dimensional artwork only. 

• Size must not exceed 36” x 24.”  

• Do not include the Charlotte SHOUT! logo on the image. 

• Completed entry forms (linked here) must be attached to the back of each poster. 

No applications will be accepted via email. Once submitted, applicants will not be 
allowed to edit their posters. If you have any questions about the application 
process, please contact info@cltshout.com. 

Note: The poster competition theme is SHOUT! and we recommend reviewing the 
introduction page for festival information. The conservation theme does not apply 
to the poster competition. 

Awards  
The winning image will be displayed on the  
cover of the Charlotte SHOUT! program, festival 
posters, and other promotional collateral.

Easter Eggs on Parade Template 
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Queen’s Greens Mini Golf  
The Queen’s Greens Putt Putt Course has been a huge attraction at the  
past Charlotte SHOUT! festivals. This year, we are looking for artists to  
design and build each of the holes on the 9-hole mini golf course.  

Guidelines and Specifications 

• The hole is expected to withstand direct exposure to the elements  
as well as an enthusiastic, club-wielding public of all ages. 

• Any materials, structures, or components deemed hazardous or too  
fragile will be rejected. Please keep budget and feasibility in mind. 

• All artist-designed elements must be fabricated from waterproof materials. 

• Due to space limitations, the hole cannot exceed 256 sq. ft. total  
(16' x 16' plot). 

• Each hole must include a level area, no smaller than 3’x3’ where  
players can stand to “tee-off.” 

• The playing surface must encourage easy rolling, such as Astroturf  
or outdoor carpeting. 

• The surface of the playing green must be fabricated from marine-grade 
plywood or other water-resistant substrates and be able to support  
400 lbs. 

• Individual holes must be able to withstand theft, extreme weather  
and heavy use. 

• All perimeter edges of the green should have a 6” high border to  
prevent the ball from rolling off of the playing surface. 

• Drainage of rainwater should also be addressed; adding a drain every 
square foot of horizontal surface is recommended. A drain can be as 
simple as a small hole placed under the turf, but not covered by glue. 

• The greens must be playable with traditional putters and golf balls  
and should be par 4 or under. 

• Electrical power can be provided to holes upon request. 

• Please attempt to address accessibility issues for the blind,  
mobility-impaired, and hearing-impaired.

Selection Process

Proposals will be selected by a team from Charlotte SHOUT! and 
A Couple of Putts based upon the following criteria:  

• Concept: This includes originality of the design, playfulness 
and relationship to the CONSERVATION theme.   

• Feasibility: Each proposal will be evaluated on the feasibility 
of its design for real-world construction and use. Any 
proposals that are out of scope in scale or budget or present 
unrealistic expectations by way of execution, playability or 
installation may not be considered. The selection panel may 
contact artists to clarify any feasibility questions during the 
jury process. 

• Playability: Each proposal will be evaluated for appropriate 
balance between challenge and fun for players. 

• Safety: Each hole must be safe for play by all ages and not 
present any hazards that could harm public participants at 
every level of ability. 

• Durability: Each hole must be built to handle a large  
volume of traffic and weather without constant upkeep  
and maintenance.

$10,000 budget 

Selected entries will receive a $10,000 stipend as 
compensation. The budget includes artist fee, all labor 
costs to build the artwork (from concept to installation 
on site), all materials, installation, de-installation, 
engineering services, testing needed for your artwork, 
shipping costs, all travel, and accommodations. 
Charlotte SHOUT! organizers will provide power, 
security, and basic maintenance. 

The stipend will be paid in two installments, 50% upon 
selection, and 50% onsite once installed at the festival.

Please note: Charlotte SHOUT! owns and keeps the 
mini golf holes after the festival is over.

For this project, mini golf experts Tom Loftus and Robin Schwartzman will be joining 
Charlotte SHOUT! to help curate, oversee and support the Queens Greens mini golf. 
They have been working internationally on their mini golf design, consulting and review 
endeavor A Couple of Putts since 2012. The duo have built and designed over 100 
mini golf holes across the planet for more than 10 years for major arts institutions and 
private clients. They both made a big splash on Season 1 of ABC’s primetime competitive 
mini golf show, Holey Moley as well. To date, they've played over 500 miniature golf 
courses around the globe. 

Selected artists will be asked to meet with A Couple of Putts and/or the Charlotte 
SHOUT! team for a progress check-in, in February 2024. Artists will be required to have 
made some progress in the physical build of the mini golf hole and to explain how they 
will complete the project in advance of installation.  

A Couple of Putts will make themselves available to each artist for one additional one-
on-one studio/shop visit (remote) as well as via email for questions between meetings. 

Information Session:  

An information session will be held for those interested in learning more about the 
project and constructing a proposal. This information session is highly recommended  
for anyone considering submitting a proposal, and it will take place virtually on  
Tuesday, October 1, 2024 at 7 p.m.
